1. Introduction

The Academy will be a huge investment in social capital within the Chelsea area. The Governors are keen that the facilities are made available to the local community and wish to develop partnership with local community groups to support their local activities. However in the first year, the Academy will be based in temporary accommodation.

2. Temporary accommodation Plan 2009-10

The Governing Body, having taken account of the temporary accommodation in its first year and staffing available do not consider the accommodation suitable for lettings to the local community.

However, it is intended that the Academy buildings will be open to students form 8.00 am – 6.00 p.m. daily during term time and will provide a range of activities and study areas for students and their families beyond the teaching timetabled day.

3. 2010-2011

The Academy building in Lots Road, when opened in September 2010, will provide a range of amenities, which it is intended will be available beyond the Academy day.

The following areas will be made available, when possible, for Community Use in line with any Planning Permissions granted:

· The Sports Hall and sports facilities

· The Main Halls

· The Forum

· Classrooms and ICT facilities on the ground floor.

The Academy will employ an Extended Schools Manager who will consult with the local community and interested groups to develop the Academy’s extended schools and community use plan.

4. Charging 

Governors will have to agree a charging policy but as a baseline it is intended the Academy must recover the costs of all of our community use. 

5. Review of the Community Use Plan

This plan will be reviewed with local residents after six months of the full opening of the Academy and, thereafter, annually. In the first year of operation, this review will include at least one public meeting, as well as meeting with the Consultation Group.
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
