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1. Environmental Policy 
The Academy acknowledges and recognises that its day-to-day actions have an impact on the local environment. We are committed to managing our environmental impacts, preventing pollution and continuously improving our environmental performance. 
We are committed to energy conservation, a reduction in pollution generated from travel, raising environmental awareness, greater re-use and recycling of waste, waste minimisation and recovery of value, responsible purchasing and supporting community groups and businesses in local environmental action. 
2. Principal aim

All students and staff should play an active role in the creation and maintenance of a healthy environment not only in the Academy but in the wider community. 

3. To achieve these aims: 
· All faculties should develop a strategy to monitor how well they are adhering to the school environmental policy.
· All classroom teachers should ensure that there is a box for recycling paper in every classroom.  
· An Academy Environmental Committee led by students will meet on a termly basis to review and amend the policy as well as to look at ways of achieving the Academy’s environment aims. 
· All students are required, in the Behaviour for Learning Policy, to maintain high standards within the Academy i.e. no litter, vandalism or graffiti. 
· The omission of car parking spaces in building plans will ensure that there is no additional congestion in the immediate vicinity of the Academy.
4. Paper: 
Staff are asked to use double-sided photocopying wherever possible. 

· Staff and students are asked to use the boxes in every room and the paper recycling bins to recycle all paper. 
· Staff and students are asked to ensure that both sides of paper are used before it is recycled. 
· Staff and students are asked to use scrap paper in printers where possible. 

· Students are asked not to print documents or websites unless it is absolutely necessary. 

· Staff, students and parents are asked to use e-mail wherever possible avoiding copying paper.
5. Computers: 
Staff and students are asked to ensure that all computers, screens, printers and videos are turned off after their last use of the day. The Academy will also ensure that printer cartridges are recycled. 
6. Lighting: 

Staff and students are asked to turn off lights whenever they are not being used.  
7. Environmental Awareness: 

Environmental awareness will be included in the annual programme of assemblies and Citizenship. As previously mentioned, the environment will be a regular item for discussion in school council meetings.
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
